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Fall 2024 LLuncheon SPeaker: Ragmoncl "Rag" Be”amg

Ray Bellamy, a pioneering figure in college football and education,
has left an indelible mark on both fields through his trailblazing career
and dedication to community service. Born in Bradenton, Florida, and
raised in Palmetto, Bellamy’s journey from migrant worker to sports
icon and educator is a testament to his resilience and commitment to
breaking barriers.

A standout three-sport athlete at Lincoln Memorial High School,
Bellamy excelled in football, basketball, and track, earning letters in all
three. His exceptional talent on the football field caught the attention
of major universities, but he chose to attend the University of Miami in
1967, becoming the first African American athlete in the southeastern
U.S. to receive a football scholarship from a predominantly white
institution. His decision to join the Hurricanes was driven by Miami’s
commitment to his potential rather than his race, despite facing
significant racial adversity.

Bellamy’s college career was marked by impressive achievements.
On the freshman team, he set records, and on the varsity squad, he
accumulated 549 yards and two touchdowns in his sophomore year.
His performance included a notable game against Auburn and a 78-
yard touchdown catch against Penn State. Unfortunately, a severe car accident in January 1970 cut his football career
short, but his impact on the field remained significant, finishing among Miami’s top performers in several categories. In
2021, Bellamy was awarded the Trailblazer Award by UM Athletics.

Beyond football, Bellamy made history as the first African American student body president at the University of Miami in
1971. He graduated with degrees in Education and Business Management and later earned a Master’s in College Student
Personnel. His leadership extended into his professional life as well, where he worked as a coach and academic advisor.

Bellamy’s commitment to giving back is evident through his work at Florida
A&M University, where he has been an academic advisor for over a decade.
His contributions include hosting community outreach programs such as the
Sheriff Larry Campbell Thanksgiving Turkey Drive, honoring his dedication to

supporting and uplifting others. |

Inducted into the University of Miami Sports Hall of Fame in 2012, Bellamy’s
legacy is one of breaking new ground and fostering positive change. His journey
from a migrant worker to a college football pioneer and academic advisor
illustrates his unwavering resolve and dedication to making a difference. Today,
Bellamy continues to inspire students and professionals alike, embodying the
values of respect, perseverance, and community service.
