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A Tribute to Grover "G." Holmes Braddock (i 925-2025)

"You can’t say it about most, but Grover "G." Holmes Braddock had truly seen it all." was the opening of a 2021 UM Athletics
article about the UM Legend. We lost Holmes as everyone called him on July 24, 2025, one day after his 100th birthday.
He was active to the very end, responding to emails, calls and text messages.

As a graduate of the University of Miami Class of 1949 and tapped into Iron Arrow in Spring 1949, Holmes was
an integral part of the University of Miami for almost eight decades — a tenure that exceeded even those of UM
our founding President and IA Founder Bowman Foster Ashe and rivaled only by his dear friend and IA legend
himself, David McDonald.

Born July 23, 1925, he came into this world a mere three months after the University's Charter was signed.
Having grown up in Sebastian, Florida — a town about 15 miles north of Vero Beach — Holmes estimated he
was a fan of the Hurricanes since 12 years of age. In the 2021 UM Athletics interview, he noted “we used to
get the newspaper from Miami delivered to our town, so | knew a lot of the players’ names and | eventually
got to know a lot of them after that.” By his count, prior to the COVID-19-impacted year of 2020, he and his
wife Virginia “Ginny” Braddock had missed a total of 14 Hurricanes Football home games since he arrived to
campus as a freshman in 1946.

When he was discharged from military service in 1946, he knew he knew the University of Miami was the only
school for him. During his time at The U, Holmes served as sports editor for The Miami Hurricane. One of his
fondest memories on an assignment was sitting next to iconic manager Connie Mack in the Philadelphia As dugout
during a spring training game at Miami Stadium. Through his time as a student reporter, he grew close to Miami head
football coach Jack Harding, who eventually became Director of Athletics. Harding would go on to hire former teammate
Andy Gustafson to be head coach of the Hurricanes. “Coach Harding asked me to represent the student body when Gus
came in,” Braddock said. “I met him on the tarmac when he stepped off the plane. | was the first student he met”

Eventually, upon graduation, then-school president Dr. Bowman Foster Ashe hired Holmes to recruit students up and down the east coast of the United States
to attend Miami. ‘At the end of the year, | asked him if there was any chance | could get off the road, because my wife was pregnant and due in a few months,”
Holmes recalled. Dr. Ashe would respond' ‘I only have one job available, but it pays less than what I'm paying you. It's manager of the student union." Holmes
mused, “l was making $3,600 per year.” Holmes had found his dream job, and kept it until April 1954. “It was probably the best job | ever had, because as the
manager, you were involved in all the activities,” he said. He would eventually leave UM to manage Miami Shores Country Club before moving into the insurance
industry while still serving his community — including serving a record-length term on the School Board from 1962 to 2000. As chair during the 1969-1970
school year, he championed the district’s efforts to desegregate schools and led the school system through a three-week teachers’ strike. Over the decades, He
championed bilingual education in schools, collective bargaining for public school employees and promoting the school volunteer program. He promoted citizen
input into the athletic programs and the inclusion of a student representative on the School Board, according to his namesake school. In 1989, the School Board
named a high school after him, G. Holmes Braddock Senior High, 3601 SW 147th Ave. He called the designation a career highlight.noting he never expected
it — a sentiment capturing perfectly Iron Arrow’s humility criteria.

But he never stopped attending Miami Hurricanes games. A hip replacement in 2008 ended his streak of perfect attendance for every Miami / Florida matchup
since 1946. When asked about his favorite memory in a UM Athletics interview in 2021, the then 95-year-old did not pause. “1983 when we beat Nebraska for
the first national championship,” he said. ‘And if you asked me my favorite play, it would have to be the failed 2-point conversion with Kenny Calhoun. That has
to be my favorite play.”

Holmes had seen it all in his time as a Hurricanes fan, but one thing has remained
constant on gameday, he said. “Maybe it'll change this year, but on gameday, I'm not
very nice to be around,” he said. “I'm not in a bad mood by any stretch, but I'm single-
minded. I'm there to see a ball game. I'm not there to socialize. | try not to miss a play.”
His ritual was that he "used the restroom at the very last second before kickoff, again
at halftime, and again once the game was over. He never got up for drinks, food, or to
meet with friends during the game. If he tailgated, it would only happen after a Miami
win — never before."

In recent talks with COE Member Johann Ali, Holmes asked that should anyone
wonder what the "G." stood for that Johann share the following story:

"My birth name is George, but somewhere along the line after my christening my dad
thought there were too many Georges in the family, and he decided he would honor
his cousin who had recently died, Grover Cleveland Abernathy (because then it was
common to be named after a President). But my dad said | would be called HOLMES
and not "Little Georgie" as had been happening. And so that is how the "G." got there."

‘A gentleman like you can't believe,” his friend Lewis Matusow said to The Miami
Herald. “You couldn’t want to meet a better human.”

We in Iron Arrow could not agree more. You live on in our hearts forever, Holmes. We
hope we can live up to the example you set.

Special recognition of Holmes will be presented at the Fall 2025 Tapping Luncheon.

Fall 2025 L uncheon Speaker: Erisa Hines Sti”eg

Erisa (Hines) Stilley helped launch the Europa Clipper mission on Oct 14th, 2024 as the Launch and
Cruise Phase Lead, and then flew the spacecraft successfully past Mars and through its first “low
data rate” period of operations as it headed out on a 5.5 year journey to Jupiter.

Among many roles in her almost 20 years at the Jet Propulsion Laboratory (JPL) [some
highlights] are:

e Serving as an instrumental member of the team landing the Perseverance Rover on Mars
in the role of NASA engineer on the Mars 2020 mission, helped lead the entry, descent,
and landing team for the space agency’s most sophisticated robotic rover to date;

e Driving the Curiosity rover on Mars; and

e Supporting the Dawn asteroid mission as a testbed and launch engineer - her first flight
project job.

For her key role in the Mars 2020 mission which took place in the middle of the COVID-19
pandemic, Erisa was highlighted ina UMAA Featured Alumni Story. Needless to say, Perseverance
nailed the landing, while employing the use of brand new tools and equipment that its predecessor,
Curiosity, did not.

The article in 2021 provided some additional insights into the incredible and
one of a kind missions Erisa has been a part of: “But while Perseverance
was her biggest challenge, it was not her favorite NASA project to work on.
That distinction belongs to Curiosity, which is still roaming around the Martian
landscape more than eight years after it landed there. For that project, Stilley
served as rover planner and driver, working closely with scientists to map out
strategic routes and then executing those drives.

“EDL is a cool job,” explained Stilley, “but when you’re driving a rover around
on Mars, there’s not a lot that can top that. I've been in the very enviable and
rare position at JPL of having done both, and | try not to take that for granted.””

Erisa has two Masters of Science degrees from MIT (Aerospace Engineering and Technology and Policy), and a Bachelor of Science in
Mechanical Engineering from the University of Miami. Erisa spent her childhood in Missouri but had a grandfather, uncles, and cousins
to vacation with in Miami.

With family rep'ing FSU and UF, she made the best choice of them all in attending the U. Once
a Cane, always a Cane. During her time at UM, highlights of her student leadership and career
included: Coordinator, College of Engineering Dean's Dozen; Tau Beta Pi; Treasurer and Secretary,
Engineering Advisory Board; Vice Chair, Students Together Ending Poverty (STEP); Build It, Co-Chair;
Pi Tau Sigma; Peer Counselor; Resident Assistant; College of Engineering Student Ambassador;
Cathy Pappas Memorial Scholarship, Co-Chair. Her love and dedication to our Alma Mater was
recognized in the Fall of 2001 as a first semester senior, when she was tapped and initiated into Iron
Arrow.

Erisa loves watching Miami football and is excited to be back on campus in time for some |A festivities
and the U's Centennial celebrations.
