Frederick "l:reclcldg" Bertrand Stebbins, I

Freddy Stebbins a TRUE Miami native. Born and raised in Miami, his family roots here go
back to 1906. A critically acclaimed comedian, university professor, and Miami culture/
history guide, he is often seen hosting public events or leading his famous local
walking/boating tours. Known to many as Miami’s “Ultimate” comedian, his craft
combines freestyle character impersonations, stand-up comedy, historical
narratives, social commentary, satire and accent (dialectic) expertise. A
professional commercial actor and voice-over artist with extensive credits,
he has been featured in the Miami Herald and Miami New Times.

Although his work as a performer gains more publicity, his credentials
as a professor and Miami historian are nothing to laugh at. Currently
in his 21st year as a professor at Miami Dade College and now FIU,
he was appointed as an impressive is his academic career, he was
appointed by the department of state as a FULBRIGHT specialist in his
field. With an interest in comparative cultures, he has taught courses
in China and has explored 27 countries (and 49 states). He intertwines
his lectures with comedy, Miami’s sociology, and culture from various
societies. He enjoys performing humorous character based one-person
shows based on South Florida’s colorful history and culture. A nephew
to Miami’s resident historian, Dr. Paul George, Freddy is also an avid

historian of our local community and is considered by many to be the

“heir apparent” to his uncle’s lifetime of commitment and dedication to
curating and knowledge of our community’s history. He regularly gives

private walking tours of Miami and Miami Beach, is working on history tours

via a boat, owned and operated a FM radio station, AND also acts as MC/host
of the annual satirical King Mango Strut parade held in Coconut Grove.

Freddy was a 2-term Chief of Iron Arrow from Fall 1991 to Spring 1993. He was a

member of the UM Greek Life as an undergraduate student, being a member and serving
as an officer of Lamba Chi Alpha fraternity. As an alumnus, Freddy has served in a number of advisory roles for Lamba
Chi, including the post of High Pi, where he has dedicated much of his life to helping fraternity men navigate college and launch
successful careers. He also serves on the Chapter’s Alumni Advisory Board. He actually got his start in comedy in the late 80s
chapter house at Miami. He would often show up to the house in character and perform for his brothers. He didn’t think much
of it at the time. It was all in the name of fun. But eventually, at the encouragement of several of the guys, he decided to enter an
MTV stand up competition at the Rathskeller in 1990. A huge event with 20 comedians from all over Florida and media attention,
he won the event to a standing ovation and would eventually move to Los Angeles upon completing graduate school.

He moved to Los Angeles where he studied with The Groundlings, an
improvisational and sketch comedy troupe and school. After he graduated, he
landed several jobs including radio correspondent for the L.A. Dodgers and
host of a TV show on the Travel Channel. Eventually, a job doing character
voices for Universal Studios in Orlando called him home. Now, he is the comic
voice of South Florida. He has won several high-profile awards, including
Miami’s Ultimate Comedian. As one of South Florida’s first openly gay stand-
up comedians Freddy has constantly regaled his audiences with his fabulously
famous impersonations of South Florida characters — including “Lisette from
Hialeah” and perhaps the most famous of all, the incomparable, fabulously
glamorous Latino astrologer, “Walter Mercado.” To those who know him well,
it is this courage, bravery, unending giving of himself, and PRIDE that makes
Freddy a lifelong friend, and someone of whom the University and the Miami
Community is exceptionally proud.

As he says, “If you can’t laugh about it, then it’s not worth it. Con mucho Amor (in the Arrow!)”
